Members,

Enclosed in this newsletter is a renewal application for your 2012 membership, and with the renewal application is a short survey. Our club will be conducting a gun giveaway at the March 2011 meeting. This giveaway will be for members only. Each member will be allotted only one ticket for $30.00 to be paid along with and in addition to the member's renewal fee. The giveaway will increase the funds available in the club coffers in order to continue to improve our club and our club facilities. If you cannot include the $30 with your renewal, you will have until the March meeting to make your donation. Last year’s giveaway was a Remington 700 Varmint caliber .223 with scope and hard case, value about $700.00.

This has been a good year for the Riley Conservation Club. Our current membership is around 230 members, the highest in recent years. The Steel Challenge is proving very popular as is indoor Air Rifle during the winter. We have added Speed Shotgun and Rim-fire matches to our hosted events.  Our third club picnic was held in September, we had a good turn-out in participants and a good time was had by all with great food, rim-fire shooting and an exploding target display. 

	We continue to make improvements to the club.  We added 12’ X 20’ carports to bays 1, 2, 3-5, and, soon, 6.  We also added picnic tables to bays 1 and 2 and added targets for archery in bay 1.   The archery targets cost the club $500; please don’t shoot them with firearms that will end up destroying them.  We’ve added targets at various distances for our members to shoot at, please be reminded that the metal targets at 25 yards are not for high power rifles.  At the far end of the range we have added target frames and steel clothesline posts with swinging bowling pins and other targets; please do not shoot target frames or steel posts.  We now have sand on all of the backstops that will require shoveling by hand for maintenance, so please do not climb on the sand.   Many shooters use the 25 yard target area; if you do, please do not leave debris in the 25-yard sand berm.

We have changed the dues slightly. Active or recently discharged military receive as $25 discount, as do full time college students. Current (senior) members born before Dec 31, 1951 still have a 50 % discount, all other seniors will be $25 discount.

The officers and board are looking forward to 2012, and hope you will help us out with future work projects and fundraiser events. Officers for 2012 will be elected at the December 9 meeting. This meeting will include a drawing for door prizes.
